A. Anticipatory Set: 
a. Recall with students the Venn diagram we created the previous week with Abe Lincoln
b. Ask students why is was important for us to create the diagram (because it helped us organize our information neatly)
c. Model this for students on the board
d. Tell students that we are going to be creating a Venn diagram for George Washington
B. Statement of Objective: 
a. Students will be able to clearly write the difference in tome between the years of
George Washington’s life and the present.
C. Instruction: 
a. Create a Venn Diagram
b. Explain the importance of using a Venn diagram.  They are used to compare and contrast information
c. Have students provide information to put into the Venn diagram, then and now, comparing the ways things were during the time that George Washington lived to that of today
d. Use pages 15, 17, 25, 26-27, 28, 46, 52
D. Guided Practice: 
a. Students will go to their desks and create sentences that compare and contrast the ways things were in the time of George Washington to the present
b. Give each students a piece of paper
c. Tell students they will create four sentences that compare and contrast, using the information within the Venn diagram
d. Pass out the worksheet that will help the students properly write the sentences
e. Model a practice sentence on the board
f. Ask students if there are any questions
g. Teacher will walk around the room to assess students understanding of the lesson
E. Closure:
a. To finish the lesson, have the students share their compare and contrast sentences that they created.
b. See how many students created sentences similar to that of other students
F. Independent Practice:
a. If students finish early they may write four more sentences using the test to find other differences between the time of George Washington and the present
b. Students are encouraged to write a compare and contrast sentence at home
G. Assessment Component: 
a. Teacher will continually assess students’ progress throughout the lesson by walking around and reviewing students’ understanding of compare and contrast sentences
b. Teacher will collect writing samples and assess students’ writing in complete
sentences, punctuation, capitalization, and spelling
H. SDAIE Strategies: Students who are English Language Learners, or who have difficulty with the English Language are encourage to draw picture to better demonstrate their understanding of the differences between then and now.  The teacher can write a compare and contrast sentence under the pictures to help describe the scene, that the ELL student can
then rewrite for better comprehension.
