Materials:  Paper (precut for book)

        Book A Picture Book of George Washington by David A. Adler (or similar book that
                  retells his life)
A. Anticipatory Set: 
a. Recall with students the some of the aspects of the life of George Washington that they recall from the previous lesson
b. Discuss with students the different parts of a book (beginning, middle, end)
c. Use manipulatives to create beginning, middle, and end of story examples (attached)
B. Statement of Objective: 
Students will be able to clearly identify aspects from George Washington’s life, and

put them in order of beginning, middle, and end.
C. Instruction: 
a. Read the book A Picture Book of George Washington 
b. While reading, write some important aspects of his life on the board
c. Have the students help identify the important parts of his life that they think should be included (creating a timeline may help)
d. Tell students that they will be creating their own picture book of George Washington’s life
e. Explain that it must include a beginning, middle, and end.  One entry per page
f. Each page must have one sentence, and one picture that helps describe the sentence
g. The pictures and sentences will be stapled into a piece of folded construction paper to create a book
h. Students will title the book “George Washington” and place their name on the cover
D. Guided Practice: 
a. Have students decide which aspects of George Washington’s life they wish to include in their books (beginning, middle, and end)
b. They may use the examples on the board to help them with which aspects of his life to choose
c. Have students write their sentence on a separate piece of paper for practice (draft) that the teacher will review for spelling, grammatical, and punctuation errors
d. When students have had their work corrected, they may rewrite the sentence on the bottom of the precut paper, and create and color a picture that describes the sentence
e. When students have completed their sentences and coloring, they make put their
books together in the correct order and have the teacher staple them on the side
E. Closure:
a. To finish the lesson, have students share their beginning, middle, and end stories with the class
b. Discuss with the students  the different aspects of his life that could have been

included 
F. Independent Practice:
a. If students finish early, they are encouraged to created other beginning, middle, and end sentences from George Washington’s life
b. Students may also help other students who are not finished yet with their work
G. Assessment Component: 
a. Teacher will continually assess students’ progress throughout the lesson by walking around and reviewing students’ understanding of beginning, middle, and end of story
b. Teacher will collect writing samples and assess students’ writing in complete
sentences, punctuation, capitalization, and spelling
H. SDAIE Strategies: Students who are English Language Learners, or who have difficulty with the English Language are encouraged to describe their sentence to the teacher, who will write the sentence down for him or her.  The ELL student will the rewrite the sentence and create pictures that correspond to the appropriate sentences.
