Covered Wagon Project

This block we are learning about the pioneer life and the Westward movement.  We have been discussing the pioneer’s mode of travel and the hardships that went along with their journeys.  The students will be designing and building their own model of a covered wagon that the pioneers would have used to travel.  

The wagon can be made of any type of material, but must not be pre-made from a kit.  The wagon must be sturdy enough to support the weight of an orange.  The wagon must include the following items:

· Working wheels
· Axels
· Steering mechanism
· Type of covering
Along with the wagon, students should prepare the following in a short report:

· Cover with a title, student’s name, grade, date, teacher’s name
· A hand drawing of a covered wagon

· A picture from a book or the internet of a covered wagon

· One paragraph describing how the student made the wagon

· Two of three paragraphs telling how the pioneers used the wagon, why they used the wagon, and what they took with them

· Extras (optional)

· Bibliography of you sources of information
The entire project is due on Monday, April 14, 2003.
Each portion of the project will be worth points, so do not leave anything out.
